With summer upon us we are going to be hitting the road for our annual 

summer adventures. It’s expected that this year will be a banner year for 

road travel. I thought this would be a good time to refresh ourselves on 

defensive driving. Here are a few tips to help keep us safe. 

Stay focused. It’s easy to start day dreaming on a long boring road and it 

can be a challenge to pay attention to the road. Please stay focused. 

Keep your eyes moving. Know your surroundings and watch for clues of possible danger. Hazards 

can come from anywhere. Know where the vehicles are 

around you. Scan for possible 

hazards down the road. Play the “What if game” to prepare 

yourself to avoid a hazard. 

Be mentally ready. Don’t get on the road if you’re tired or 

upset. Please don’t mix alcohol or drugs with riding. 

Go with the flow. Try to maintain the same speed as the 

traffic and it’s always a good idea to 

stay on the right unless you are going to pass. 

Remember your 2-second rule. Try to maintain at least a 2 second space from the vehicle in 

front of you. More if road conditions are less  than favorable. 

Make yourself visible. Wearing bright colors, lane position, and using your signals can go a long 

way in to making your presence know to other drivers. 

Resist road rage! It’s easy to get caught up in a confrontation but avoid the temptation. Deaths have 

occurred from someone loosing their temper. Take a deep breath and let it go. 

Adapt to road conditions. This is summer. Weather and road construction can make the 

roads less than idea for traction.
